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Participation of cherkasy cci in the implementation of the project «spine»

«SPINE – Energy Efficiency & Urban DEVELOPMENT PlaNNING»
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***

Since 2010 Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry jointly with the Executive Committee of Cherkasy City Council and with direct support of Cherkasy Mayor S. Odarych participates in the international project SPINE “Energy Efficiency & Urban Development Planning” 2009/227-761, funded by the European Commission of the European Union, which is a part of a program CIUDAD “Cooperation in Urban Development and Dialogue”. Implementation of the project is foreseen for two and a half years.


The project is represented by 6 countries (Italy, Serbia, Russia, Ukraine, Croatia and Turkey). Among the partners - municipalities, chambers of commerce and industry, universities, architectural and technological centers of universities, clusters of cultural heritage, community organizations. 

The main theme of the project is the consideration of urban issues associated with the reconstruction and restoration of old buildings with historical value, and applying at the time of such works of new energy saving technologies and materials. Taking to account the importance of solving the problems of energy efficiency, renewable energy, energy efficiency in municipal facilities, the project participants are planning to analyze data collected from the participating countries during the work of technical groups of experts and to develop common approaches and recommendations.

During the Kick-off conference in Venice, which was held on 01-03 March 2010, the general concept of the project was discussed, the main stages of its implementation, the responsibility of partners and methodological approaches. Project includes two pilot actions to develop outstanding examples of restoration of buildings identified in Cherkassy and Vladimir (Russia) using the European experience of energy saving. 

Cherkasy City Council prepared the list of such buildings and presented them during a conference in Venice.
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On April 29, 2010 at Cherkasy City Executive Committee a joint workshop was held, chaired by the Deputy Mayor Guk I.B. with the participation of the First Vice- president of Cherkasy CCI Pershyn S.V. and the Head of International Relations Department of CCI Korniienko S.A, heads of the departments of municipality, the representatives of Cherkasy Regional State Administration. On this meeting a plan of actions and prospects for further cooperation within the international project were discussed.

Program of the project "SPINE" foresees carrying out in Cherkasy in October 2010 the scientific conference with invitation of experts on urban planning and energy management, architects, representatives of project institutions, construction companies, and representatives of the public.

On March 23, 2010 – the Head of International Relations Department of CCI Korniienko S.A. participated in the conference "Innovative energy saving in a post crisis period: strategy, tactics, problems - prospects for Ukraine", which was held at the Institute of Thermo physics of NAS of Ukraine.
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During the event he had meetings with the representatives of German Technical Cooperation (GTZ) and other participants in the context of possible cooperation during implementation of the project SPINE. During the presentation of SPINE project participants received information materials.

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On 21-23 April 2010 – National specialized exhibition "Energy Efficiency and Energy Saving" was held in the Exhibition Center of Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Ukraine (Kiev). The event was organized by Chamber Commerce and Industry of Ukraine. Considerable assistance in the preparation of the Exhibition had been provided by the regional chambers of commerce and industry, who invited more than 120 exhibitors-enterprises.

As the organizer of the regional exposition of the exhibition Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry took part and made presentation of the EU funded project «SPIN - Energy Efficiency & Urban Development Planning", which is implemented in Ukraine jointly by Cherkasy CCI and Cherkasy Executive Committee of the city council.

At the exposition of Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry were presented the following companies:

1.  “CHERKASYELEVATORMASH” LLC.

Manufacturer of the extruder machine BRONTO ™ EB-350 for production of fuel briquettes (manufacturing renewable, environmental and affordable solid fuel from waste).

2. “EKKO” LLC.

Business: Development and sales of extrusion technology and equipment for manufacturing of solid fuel from waste biomass. Sales of briquettes and pellets from agricultural waste and sawdust.

3. Biofuel Association of Ukraine.

The main activity of Biofuel Association of Ukraine (BAU) - is the development of Ukrainian market of consumption of briquettes and pellets by co-ordinating activities of enterprises and organizations interested in production and consumption of alternative solid fuels from biomass:

- Support of already existing industries - the formation of regional state orders for the supply of briquettes and pellets for Ukrainian power stations and boilers;

- Examination of boilers in the regions with subsequent participation in the reconstruction for using briquettes and pellets from biomass;

- Organization of fuel terminals for storage of briquettes and pellets in offseason and easy supply for population, housing companies and for export;

- Participation in the development of programs and legislation (the work of Committees of the Parliament and the Cabinet of Ministers);

- Participation in development programs on certification and standardization of solid fuels;

- Determining the role of the Association in the State Program of development of production and consumption of alternative fuels;

- Promotion and popularization of the production and consumption of alternative fuels Ukraine 

4. Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry.

Cherkasy CCI is a Ukrainian partner of the international program of the European Commission CIUDAD - “Cooperation in Urban Development and Dialogue”, namely the project «SPIN - “Energy Efficiency & Urban Development Planning”. The aim of the project is to implement energy efficiency measures in the process of restoration and renovation of historic buildings of municipal ownership.

Project implementation period: 2010-2012.

At the opening ceremony of the exhibition heads of state and governmental institutions, specialists in the field of fuel and energy were invited. The floor was given to the Deputy Minister of Regional Development and Construction Sokolov L.A. He was supported by academician from National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine Dolinskiy A.A. and the President of CCI of Ukraine Skrypchenko S.P.
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President of Ukrainian Union of Industrialists and Entrepreneurs Kinah A.K. greeted the audience by letter, in which he expressed confidence that the work of exhibition will facilitate networking of professionals in the most pressing energy issues, the introduction of leading technologies, attracting investment resources, solving social problems.

The exhibition presented the latest innovative solutions and equipment in the field of alternative types of energy, technology and equipment for producing and using alternative motor fuels, solid biofuels, biogas, energy saving technologies in construction and housing.

April 23, 2010 at the joint meeting of Committees of entrepreneurs in the sphere of energy efficiency and building materials producers, Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Ukraine, Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry, "Cherkasyelevatormash" LLC on behalf of the organizers were awarded by diplomas, encouraging high level of preparation for the exhibition and the design of the exposition.

On June 21-23, 2010 in Brussels (Belgium) in the conference center of the European Commission named after Albert Borschet took place International Conference, which was attended by the participants of CIUDAD program - “Cooperation in Urban Development and Dialogue”, including partners of the project SPINE “Energy Efficiency & Urban Development Planning”, active participant of which are Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry and the Executive Committee of Cherkasy City Council.

SPINE project represented a joint delegation consisting of:

At the meeting were summed up results of the completed projects under the MED-PACT program funded by the European Commission of the European Union and held the presentations of new inter-regional projects of CIUDAD program. SPINE project partners discussed the plan until the end of 2010, including the upcoming meeting in Cherkasy, which will be attended by representatives of regional and municipal governments, construction companies, design companies, public institutions of the Cherkasy region.

The purpose of this event is the presentation of the latest technologies, equipment and materials used in the EU during restoration and rehabilitation works in the historical buildings of the municipal property in the context of energy efficiency and using of renewable energy.

Participants got an acquaintance with Frank Samol, the Chief of the Support Group of the CIUDAD program. During individual meetings current problems of the SPINE project were discussed, as well as prospects for participation in other similar projects in future.

During the conference, Korniienko S.A., the Head of International Relations Department of Cherkasy CCI (Ukraine) had a conversation with Yan Waanders, the coordinator of CIUDAD program in Eastern Europe (Netherlands) in connection with the opening in July 2010 CIUDAD office in Kiev (the second office opened in Tunisia). Mr. Waanders expressed readiness to assist Cherkasy CCI in all emerging technical issues.

In particular, the idea of sending several experts from partner organizations to Cherkasy in the second part of September was discussed, to review the technical documentation and the project of restoration of the facade of a building in Cherkasy, proposed by the municipality for the implementation of pilot action. The necessity of such a visit appeared because of Cherkasy City Council’s plans to begin restoration works (first stage) this year.
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 took place with the Ms. Elvira Gazanova, representative of the Delegation of the European Commission to Russia responsible for the SPINE project realization from the European Commission’s side as per the agreement signed between the European Commission and the Municipality of Savski Venac (Serbia). 

Practical aspects were refined of management, reporting procedures, theoretical scheme of re-granting and its coordination with EC, questions covering the work of the EU Delegation to Russia.

During the meetings with Ms. Sylvia Beamish, responsible for covering of CIUDAD program activities by media, development of websites and communications, she expressed willingness to visit Cherkasy in October 2010 to provide practical assistance on the spot.

Staff of ENPI Information Centre proposed to elucidate the progress of work on a special web page with news of the European Commission of the European Union.

As part of the conference, visits were organized to the places of interest in Brussels, where  reconstruction and restoration works were completed. That served a good example for all participants of the event.

Information about the extended meeting in Vladimir (Russian Federation)

within the framework of the European project

“SPINE”- “Energy Efficiency & Urban Development Planning”

5 -6 July 2010 
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On the 5 -6 July 2010 an extended meeting was held at the premises of Vladimir regional administration within the framework of the International Project “SPINE”- “Energy Efficiency & Urban Development Planning” funded by the European Union.

Greeting from the Governor of Vladimir Region was announced by Vera Aleksandrovna Shamota, the Head of the Department of Foreign Economic Relations of the regional administration. As coordinator of the SPINE project from Vladimir administration, she reported about general socio-economic situation in the region, the investment attractiveness of the region and about work on the project.

In addition to representatives of partner organizations from participating countries (from Italy, Serbia, Russia, Ukraine, Croatia, Turkey), who made their reports and presentations, related departments of the Vladimir regional administration, dealing with urban planning and architecture energy efficiency and energy saving, made their presentations as well.

Special attention was paid to the speeches of specialists from Vladimir State University, who told about the situation in the sphere of the preservation of cultural and historical sites in Vladimir region, new methods of restoration works, planned restoration and remedial measures, new energy saving technologies in constructions.

Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry as an active partner of SPINE project was represented by the First Vice-president of Cherkasy CCI Pershyn S.V. and the Head of International Relations Department of CCI Korniienko S.A.

From the beginning of 2010 Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry jointly with the Executive Committee of Cherkasy City Council worked on the SPINE project, which foresees the implementation of pilot actions in Ukraine and Russia (“turnkey plan” using of energy-efficient technology and materials will be developed in Cherkasy for the restoration of one of the historic buildings of the city that is the subject of municipal ownership). During the conference in Vladimir there was a presentation of Cherkasy CCI and the Executive Committee of Cherkasy City Council.

During discussion in the second part of the meeting reports were made by - Chief Architect of Vladimir region Kalyaeva O.M., the Head of the Committee of Energy Policy of Vladimir Region Administration Hamanin O.P., Director of the Union Area Planners Generalov B.V., Coordinator of the SPINE project from Unioncamere Eurosportello Veneto (Italy) Andrea Baggioli, Representative of the European Commission of the European Union Elvira Gasanova and by all representatives from partner organizations of participating countries.

Current issues of energy efficiency during the restoration and recovery work (examples presented by the partner countries), the preparations for general analysis of these issues by countries and other issues (funding, reporting, and planning of future meetings) were discussed.

While meeting in Vladimir region participants visited some objects of cultural heritage, chosen by Russian partners for the pilot action. They are - Vladimir Puppet Theater and Vorontsov’s Estate "Andreyevskoye" near Petushki town. Also, guests visited historical objects of Suzdal.

BENCHMARKING MEETING IN VENICE, 07-08.10.2010

On 7 -8 of October 2010 at the premises of Unioncamere del Veneto (Venice, Italy) technical meeting of representatives of partner organizations SPINE, architects, specialists in urban planning, companies engaged in energy saving technologies and materials took place. 

At the meeting overview was presented by 6 participating countries. Among them – “General overview of the situation in Ukraine concerning energy efficiency and urban planning in relation to historic city centers and historic buildings”.

By the end of the year comparative analysis will be completed and recommendations will be developed for improving present condition of historic buildings using advanced technologies (including energy efficiency and energy saving).

1-ST VISIBILITY ACTION IN CHERKASY, UKRAINE, 21-22.10.2010

On October 21, 2010 at the premises of Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry the First Visibility Action took place within the framework of realization in Ukraine of the project of European Commission of European Union "SPINE" - “Energy efficiency in development of urban planning” with participation of the representatives from countries – partners of the project from Ukraine, Serbia, Italy, Croatia, Turkey, Russian Federation, representatives of the Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Regional State Administration, Executive Committee of Cherkasy City Council, construction and green technology companies, project organizations, regional Chambers of Commerce and Industry, public organizations, higher educational establishments, mass media.

In the first part of the conference 1st Vice-President of Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry  – Mr. Pershyn Sergii Vyacheslavovych welcomed the participants. The Head of the Main Department of Investment and Innovation Policy, Entrepreneurship and Foreign Relations of Cherkasy Regional State Administration – Vinogradov Dmytro Sergiyovich also welcomed the participants and described the policy of Cherkasy RSA, paying attention to the implementation of other international projects in Cherkasy region.

Mr. Karas Pavlo Mykolayovich, the Head of Department of Economic Policy and Development of Executive Committee of Cherkasy City Council informed about the main directions of social-economic development of  Cherkasy and gave an overview of the background of the project «SPINE» in Cherkasy, where Executive Committee of CCC is an associate partner. 

Mr. Korniienko Sergii Anatoliyovich, the Head of International Relations Department of Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry gave an overview of the main topics and objectives of the SPINE project and reported about participation of Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry in it. Special attention was paid to test cases for implementation of pilot action in Cherkasy (three historic buildings preselected by Cherkasy City Council, examined on September 22 by the team of specialists from partner countries during Short Technical WG Meeting in Cherkasy).

Mr. Tomislav Djordjevic, Mayor of the Municipality of Savski Venac gave examples of the implementation of energy efficiency in urban development planning in Serbia. 

Mr. Andrea Baggioli as a project coordinator from Unioncamere Veneto introduced to all partners the genesis and expected achievements, main stages of project SPINE and ongoing activities. He underlined the importance to guarantee the project’s sustainability by using experience of parallel initiatives of other EU funded projects and other CIUDAD projects.

Mr. Dominik Papenheim, Coordinator of the Regional and Local Development Sector of the European Union Delegation in Ukraine, described aims and objectives of the European Union Delegation in Ukraine.

Mr. Upyr Mykola Myhaylovych, Head of the Department of Urban Planning, Architecture, Construction and Land Planning, Chief Architect of Cherkasy, informed about development of master plan of Cherkasy city and importance of SPINE project for the city development. 

Mr. Suhoviy Mykola Oleksandrovych, Director of the Service on Protection of Heritage, introduced the experience of restoration works on the objects of historic architectural heritage in Cherkasy region and provided examples of application of modern technologies during such works.

Mr. Konstantin Chirkov, Ph.D. of Vladimir State University introduced Vladimir State University and its activities in the process of implementation of SPINE project.

Mrs. Ilyina Anna Oleksandrivna, Ph.D. of Vladimir State University described and illustrated historical and cultural heritage of Vladimir Region with particular attention to preselected test cases and scientific-research works in the field of architecture done by the University.

Mr. Baris Bayar, Project Expert of the Scientific-Technological Center of Izmir University EBILTEM EGE, in his presentation described the structure and activities of his institution. In the second part of presentation he explained existing Turkish legislation, regulations and practices in relation to rehabilitation of historic city centers and historic buildings, introduction of Energy certificates for modern and old buildings in Turkey.

He also answered some questions of Ukrainian participants concerning problems of Energy certification.

Mr. Davor Cherlenko, Advisor to the Mayor on Entrepreneurship and Energy, Municipality of Labin, showed during presentation best practices on EE and preservation of historic monuments in his beautiful middle-age Croatian city.

Mr. Nemanja Petrovic, Coordinator of the SPINE project, Municipality of Savski Venac on behalf of Municipality of Savski Venac, he gave an overview of the Municipality and described actions managed by his organization over the previous years.

In the second part of the conference there were presentations of new energy efficiency technologies, building materials, architectural solutions and funding opportunities for energy efficiency and environmental projects:

Mr. Kalashnyk Yuri Ivanovych, General Director of  “TM Tamyuk” LLC http://www.tamyuk.ck.ua,  reported about energy efficient technologies in construction, taking into account peculiarities of the climate zones of Ukraine and the experience of using modern energy efficient materials in the restoration of historic buildings.

Mr. Suchkov Yevgen Ivanovych, the Head of Public Organization “Council of Competitive Abilities of Cherkasy Region”, (e-mail:  cobra@uch.net) described the ways of increasing competitiveness through clustering Cherkasy economy (including creating of energy efficiency cluster).

Mr. Kramar Sergii Ivanovych, Director of Construction company PE “Sorgo”, Cherkasy, http://www.btb.ua, has shown own experience of using energy-saving technologies in construction.

Mr. Minayev Boris Filipovych, Professor of Cherkasy National University n. a. B.Hmelnitskiy described in details from scientific point of view latest researches of the Department of Natural Sciences of the University in his presentation “Theoretical design of phosphorescence parameters for organic electro-luminescence devices based on iridium and platinum complexes”.

He stressed on the importance of solar cells and light-emitting diodes of new types for the future development of energy-saving lightning devices.

Mr. Bilan Victor Ivanovych of “Teplan” company (www.teplan.com.ua , teplan@bk.ru) presented some interesting innovative technologies and materials (including special energy saving paint, which can be used during restorative works on the facades of historic buildings) and offered assistance of his company in the implementation of the SPINE project. Also he introduced to the audience Mr. Knyazev Maksim Olegovych, Technical Director of company “ECOTIME”, Dnipropetrovsk city (http://www.ecotime.in.ua), manufacturer of thermal insulation, supply ventilation and air-cooling systems, with experience of using modern energy-saving equipment and energy efficient materials during construction of Ukrainian civil and industrial buildings.

Mr. Partica Ivan Viktorovych, representative of PE “Partica” that also represents company «INELS» (Czech Republic) in Cherkasy (e-mail: qwerty.bill@mail.ru,  http://electrocity.ck.ua/), presented design and installation technology of "smart house" by «INELS» of Czech Republic (central and local management systems in construction).

Mr. Korniienko Sergii Anatoliyovich, the Head of International Relations Department of Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry told the audience about possibilities of soft-term financing of energy saving and ecological projects by NEFCO (North Ecological Financial Corporation) and proposed to all participants to get more detailed information about NEFCO activities in Ukraine on CD or on the website - http://www.nefco.org

Friday 22 October 2010, 09.00 – 15.00 

Mr. Tomislav Djordjevic, Mayor of the Municipality of Savski Venac and Mr. Nemanja Petrovic, Coordinator of the SPINE project, Municipality of Savski Venac jointly with representatives of the Executive Committee of Cherkasy city Council visited buildings foreseen for the implementation of pilot action in Cherkasy (three historic buildings preselected by Cherkasy City Council, with special attention to the Palace of Weddings). After the field trip there was an exchange of views regarding future activities of SPINE project and the role of Executive Committee Cherkasy city Council.

The delegation, which included Mr. Andrea Baggioli, Mr. Davor Cherlenko, Mr. Baris Bayar, Mr. Konstantin Chirkov, Ms. Anna Ilyina, Mr. Sergii Korniienko visited “National Historic Preservation Area Chygyryn”, where they got acquaintance with the best practices of restorative and rehabilitation works on buildings of the 17th century (Museum of Ukrainian Hetman Bogdan Khmelnitsky and remains of former ancient capital of Ukraine - Chygyryn). After that delegation visited Ilyinska church in Subotiv in Chygyryn district which was restored recently using modern technologies (German technology preventing appearing of capillary moisture) and looked at other objects of national cultural heritage in the surrounding area.

INTERNATIONAL SCIENTIFIC-PRACTICAL SEMINAR

16 - 17 DECEMBER 2010 in Vladimir (Russia)

in the framework of international project «SPINE».
	Seventy-two people attended the SPINE project's technical workshop in Vladimir (Russia) on the 16-17 December 2010. SPINE preliminary and advanced energy audits were applied to four historic public buildings. Discussions focused on the different options available for increased sustainability and to safeguard artistic assets and the city/district landscape.
Russian organizations, public and private, were instructed on using the assessment methods and can now carry out energy audits by themselves.
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	Partners explored both energy-efficient building techniques and their global impact on the environment, including the ITACA protocol for energy certificate used in the Veneto Region in Italy. Some of the 22 SPINE Fact Sheets (technologies, materials, constructions techniques, protocols and possible combinations samples) and the Venice and Savski Venac Territorial Information Systems that might be applied in Vladimir and Cherkasy were presented as part of the questions and answers session.


Minutes of the workshop in the Vladimir State University:
1. The project aims at the introduction of Energy Efficiency technologies including that of Renewable Energy Sources into the restoration of historical buildings and modern information and communication technologies into the urban planning development. 

2. Energy Efficiency technologies are coming to Russia. President of the Russian Federation Dmytro Medvedev has put the problems of Rational Use of Energy and Energy Efficiency improvement on the list of strategic problems in the country top-priority technological development. 

3. The task is to preserve the original outlook of a historical building and put into it all the amenities of the modern civilization in order the live standards of its tenants would correspond to the up-to-date standards. 
4. It is not by chance that the Vladimir State University participates in the programme. The University is a multidisciplinary scientific and educational complex not only in the Region but also in Russia. This makes possible to gather a team of experts in the field of construction, automation, resources saving and the practical use of information and communication technology which will facilitate the introduction of Energy Efficiency technologies into the construction particularly into the restoration of historical buildings.
5. An project associated partner, the Regional Administration suggested the list of 18 building which the Restoration Department arranged according to the their priority, the priority criterion being the necessity of restoration. But during the potential candidate selection its social importance will also be taken into account. 
6. The task facing the University is to suggest a project attractive for an investor and put it into practice using conventional modern technologies which do not entail big costs by taking into the account then possibilities of the Region, its material and financial resources. It should be economic aesthetic, up-to-date, and of high quality. 

7. At the plenary meeting the reports were made by V.V. Morozov, Rector of the Vladimir State University; E.B. Limonov, Chairman of the Vladimir Region Commerce Chamber; Nemanja Petrovich, a project coordinator; Andrea Baggioli, a project coordinator from Italy; V.A. Nemontov, Prorector for Educational and Methodical Work and International Relations; L.T. Sushkova, a project coordinator from Russia. 

8. During the first day of the seminar many issues were discussed in particular the building energy audit organization and implementation; the comparative analysis of historic buildings preparation for the restoration; EC Web-portals; different aspects of international cooperation and mutual research in the field of historical buildings restoration with the application of modern Energy Efficient life support technologies
9. The European partners prepared and sent in advance special methodological materials concerning practically all the issues including the methodology for the compiling of the so-called Country Document, including legal documents at federal, regional and local levels for the regulation of Cultural heritage objects restoration. 
10. The comparative analysis of historic buildings preparation for the restoration in partner-countries of the SPINE project was done at the special sessions conducted by Nemanja Petrovich, a project coordinator from Belgrade, Serbia, and Andrea Baggioli, a coordinator from Italy, Eurosportello – Unioncamere del Veneto, Veneto Region. The Russian side at this session was represented by the executives from State Inspectorate for the Cultural Heritage Objects Preservations of the Vladimir Region Administration, the Committee for Public Relations and Mass Media of the Vladimir Region Administration, the External Economic Relations Department of the Vladimir Region Administration and some other session participants.

11. Another important document is the methodology of the building preliminary and detailed audit organization and implementation. This issue was discussed at the special session conducted by Nina Mitranich, urban development Expert from Belgrade, Serbia; and Barish Bayar, Expert from EBILTEM, scientific and technological center of the Ege University, Izmir, Turkey. The reports were made by O.P. Khimanin, Chairperson of the Energy Policy Committee of the Vladimir Region Administration; Ugorova, Head Deputy of Heat and Gas Supply and Ventilation Department of the Vladimir State University; S.V. Mokrousov, Deputy Head of Vladimir branch of Mosregionenergo, a federal energy company; Massimiliano kondotta, Architect from IUAV University, Venice, Italy. 
12. One session of the seminar was dedicated to some aspects of the international cooperation and mutual cooperation in the field of mutual research in the field of historical buildings restoration with the application of modern Energy Efficient life support technologies. At this session A.A. Ilyina, assistant Professor of the Architecture Department of the Vladimir State University, presented the results of the preliminary energy audit performed on the three test buildings from the list submitted by the Vladimir Region Administration. At the same session reports were also made by L.T. Sushkova, a project coordinator from the Vladimir Sate University, Chenghiz Akdeniz, Director of the EBILTEM centre of the Ege University, Izmir, Turkey; Andrea Baggioli, a technical coordinator of the project from Venice, Italy. 

13. Massimiliano kondotta, an architect from Venice, by using examples from the real life showed how it is possible to make a culture center from the ruins of the old bath-house and the remains of the old stone warehouses on the shore of Gulf of Venice turn into a university using the most advanced technologies not only for the life support but also for the education process. 

14. Great attention was paid to the report made by V.E. Vakhromeev, Director of Electrontechnoservis research and development enterprise. He told about the great experience his company had obtained participating in different projects including the international ones concerned with the Energy Efficiency not only of some separate buildings but also of the town territories. 

15. The second day of the seminar was dedicated to the study of the four test objects state from the list suggested by the Regional Administration. The inspection was done from the attic to the basement of the following buildings: the Regional Puppet Theatre; the army Officers’ House; the former gymnasium now housing the Children’ Art School as well as the Center of Fine Arts. 
16. In the second half of the day the session was conducted in the building of the Regional Administration. It was chaired by V.A. Shamota, Director of the External Economic Relations Department of the Vladimir Region Administration, and Andrea Baggioli. The session discussed the results of the preliminary energy audit of the test buildings, peculiarities of the detailed audit performance, application of some modern urban planning technologies. The reports were made by Chenghiz Akdeniz, Director of the EBILTEM centre of the Ege University, Izmir, Turkey and Barish Bayar, expert, Massimiliano kondotta, architect, S.N. Avdeev, Dean of the Architecture and Civil Engineering Faculty of the Vladimir State University, and others.
Nemanja Petrovich, the chief project coordinator, told about the application of geographic information system (GIS) technology to the urban planning development in the municipality of Savsky Venac, Serbia. The application of computer technologies with the use of mapping makes it possible to show on a master plan by means of layers different objects: parks, historical buildings, roads, land fills, etc and make more efficient decisions on the town territory development for the people welfare.

I.E.Zhigalov, Head of Engineering and computer graphics Department of the Vladimir State University, told about the experience of Vladimir Historic Center GIS development.
The seminar touched upon another very important issue, that is, the database creation of the cultural heritage objects in the Vladimir Region Which are in the possession of regional, municipal and public organizations.
In accordance with the project work programme the Vladimir State University is to create an integrated and scalable database including the information of historical and artistic features of the objects, their integrity, landscape, energy consumption, natural resources with possibility of 3D modeling.
The seminar ended with the discussion of the work schedule for 2011 and making decisions.
17. The seminar programme also included partners visits to the two recently restored buildings in Vladimir: the Classical Music Centre and Cultural Centre organized by Mercy and Order publish organization. The Cultural Centre included a cinema hall, exhibition space and a cafe decorated with the traditional Gzhel blue and white ceramic tiles. During excursions the problems of Energy Efficiency technologies applications for the life support of restored buildings were discussed.
18. The work programme for the nearest future will include
- the selection by the Working Group of three Historical and Cultural Heritage Objects from the previously made list; 
- making their detailed descriptions including the Energy Certificates on the basis of the Preliminary and Detailed Audits; 

- preparation of recommendations on the potential use of any possible energy saving technologies specific character of these three selected objects;
These objects will be presented at the meeting in Cherkasy for their discussion and final the final selection of one of them. 

The object selection criteria are the building historical and architectural features, their integrity and wear amount, the possibility of conventional intervention with the use of the available materials and resources; the possibility of their reconstruction with slight modifications and costs.
