In order to popularize and introduce into the economy of Ukraine the newest innovations aimed to more effectively and efficiently use and preservation of energy resources the Ukrainian Chamber of Commerce and Industry holds in April 20 – 22, 2011 the second Specialized Exhibition “ENERGY EFFICIENCY and ENERGY SAVING”. 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INFORMATION ABOUT TECHNICAL MEETING WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE EUROPEAN PROJECT “ENERGY EFFICIENCY IN URBAN DEVELOPMENT PLANNING (SPINE)”
23 -24 MAY 2011
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On May 23rd, 2011 in the premises of Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry a technical meeting in the framework of the project “Energy Efficiency in Urban Development Planning (SPINE)”, funded by the European Union, took place. Representatives of partner organizations from six countries (Ukraine, Serbia, Italy, Croatia, Turkey, Russian Federation), Regional State Administration, Executive Committee of Cherkasy city council, design organizations, Cherkasy State Technological University, Sebastopol Chamber of Commerce and Industry were present on the technical meeting.

Energy audit in historic buildings of cities, situation with database storage and state register of historical sites, experience of implementation of GIS (geographic information systems) in the municipalities participating countries were discussed during the meeting.

Technical meeting took place in the format of round tables.

During the first round table “Databases of historic buildings and development of GIS systems, which was moderated by Sergii Kornienko (Head of International Relations Department of Cherkasy CCI), presentations were made by:

· Mr. Massimiliano Condotta (Architector of IUAV, Venice, Italy). “Historic Building databases”, “GIS systems of Veneto region”.

· Mr. Myshakov Vadim (EC of Cherkasy city Council, developer of GIS city database)

· Ms. Sushkova Lyudmila (DTS, Professor of the Vladimir State University, Russian Federation).

· Mrs. Nina Mitranic (B.A. Architecture Specialist , Head of Construction and Utility Department - Municipality of Savski venac, Belgrade, Serbia)

· Mr. Tulio Demetlika (Mayor of Labin, Croatia)

After the end of the first roundtable two buildings proposed for implementation of pilot actions in Cherkasy ("Center of children and youth creative work", "The house of Shcherbyna (Palace of weddings)"), were inspected by the participants of technical meeting. After that they visited the creative architectural workshop of Yuri Kalashnyk, where they got acquaintance with the documentation on buildings. Restoration projects of the “Palace of Weddings” were presented there. Engineering and technological aspects of reconstruction and restoration of historic buildings in Cherkasy were discussed as well as the use of energy-efficient technologies and materials in such process.

After the inspection of selected buildings participants continued there work in Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce, where the second round table "Preliminary and detailed energy audit of historic buildings" took place. During this session the opportunities for practical work on energy saving in certain buildings were discused. Filled forms of survey and detailed energy audit were presented by partners from Russia and Ukraine and discussed. Final selection of the main historic building for implementation of pilot action was done in favor of the “Palace of Weddings”.

REPORT ON TECHNICAL MEETING IN CHERKASY WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE PROJECT SPINE “ENERGY EFFICIENCY IN URBAN DEVELOPMENT PLANNING”
24 -25 OCTOBER 2011 

On 24-25th of October 2011 in the premises of Cherkasy Chamber of Commerce and Industry a technical meeting in the framework of the project “Energy Efficiency in Urban Development Planning (SPINE)”, funded by the European Union, took place. Representatives of partner organizations from six countries (Ukraine, Serbia, Italy, Croatia, Turkey, Russian Federation), Executive Committee of Cherkasy city council, NGOs, design organizations were present on the technical meeting.

1-st Vice-president of Cherkasy CCI Pershyn Sergii Vyacheslavovych welcomed participants of the meeting.

Sergii Kornienko (Cherkasy CCI) & Dr. Andrea Baggioli (Unioncamere Eurosportello del Veneto) were roundtable coordinators.

One of the main topics of the meeting was proposals for the re-granting scheme of the SPINE project in Cherkasy. This scheme provides funding these types of measures:
• Training of two groups of experts in Italy according to jointly developed program. The first group - experts of Cherkasy City Council (energy managers, experts in urban planning and architecture). Second team - architects, designers, representatives of companies engaged in implementation of energy efficient technologies, materials and equipment in Cherkasy.
• Development of proposals for improving of energy class of “Wedding palace” building, which was previously defined as the main one for realization of a pilot action in Cherkasy. It is planned to make corrections to the plan of restoration and to offer several options of possible measures (such as: installation of individual heating point, the use of alternative energy sources, the use of modern thermal insulation and energy-saving materials, etc.) on the basis of a detailed energy examination of the building. It is foreseen to compare these proposals taking into account the amount of potential financial expenses and payback period, to assess the risks and barriers that may occur taking into account the historical status of the building.
• Realization of series of facultative lessons on energy efficiency in five schools of Cherkasy with direct participation of pupils in basic energy audit of classes.
